Coran Oxley (14) from Holme Wood, was recently given
both the Bradford Young Citizen Award and an
Outstanding Achievement Award, in recognition of the
time and commitment he gives to both his family and the
local community.

Coran who cares for his mum who has Multiple
Sclerosis, also somehow manages to find time to
volunteer in the community. He has recently raised £350
for computer equipment that is to be used by The Edge
Project who work with young people on the estate.
Coran constantly aims to raise awareness of the needs
and responsibilities of Young Carers. In his work at The
Edge he encourages and supports other young people
to attend the events and activities which are run by the
project .

Youth worker Adam
Woodhouse from the
Edge Project said, “I
am proud of all that
Coran has achieved
this year, he does so
much helping at home
and then gives up his
spare time to help
others. Coran is just
one example of what
young people on this
estate have achieved
and we should be
proud of them”

Coran, who wants to be a youth worker when he leaves
school, said, “I'm very happy and surprised. I'm really
pleased to have won these awards.”

The Edge Project has been working on Holme Wood for
10 years this year. They provide fun activities as well as
educational supervision and individual support to young
people in the local community.

The Edge Project was set up primarily with the aim to
help to stop young people falling “over the Edge” into
drug, alcohol abuse and anti-social behaviour. The Edge
work in close partnerships with local schools and other
community youth groups. Last year they had over 400
visits to their drop in centre which is based in a former
retail unit at the Top Shops.

This year The Edge also supported three other young
people into apprenticeships with Yorkshire Housing and
Bradford City Football Club.

From Your Local Neighbourhood Policing Team

Officers from NPT 3 seized 3 horses from Holme Lane,
Holme Wood.

This year Joint Activities and Motor Education Service
(JAMES) ran a fantastic summer programme for young
people. The Positive Activities for Young People or
PAYP sessions were delivered across the Bradford
District, with the major go-karting, mini motos, football,
scalextric and a multi-games tournament all taking
place at the Holme Wood TFD Youth Centre.

319 young people attended JAMES throughout
the programme with many coming back again
and again.

The sessions aim to develop confidence and
independence by learning new skills through the
different activities.

Parents supported the programme and were
glad that their children were engaged in positive
activities over the potentially turbulent summer
break. One parent commented; “It was great for
my lad to go and do these things; he’s got so
much out of it and | know he’s learning and in
safe hands.” Many of the young people involved
have now become regular members of the
JAMES motor project and continue to attend the
open evening activity sessions at the Centre.

Bradford Council held several
consultation events last month to
inform residents of the options
available to them regarding the
Holme Wood and Tong
Neighbourhood Development Plan.
'&esidents were invited to comment
on the plan and to select which of
Uthe two options they preferred.
Both options offer the potential of
building up to 600 new homes
within the estate and include
environmental improvements to
Tong Street and small pocket and
back spaces on the estate.
| Option One proposed working
 mainly on infill sites spread across
the estate and would be phased
over a longer time frame, this
would offer up to 600 new homes.
Option Two, a much larger
development, proposed not only
the development of sites within the
estate but in addition included a
number of what are called
e‘lsustainable urban extension sites’
which would offer in the region of
,700 new homes to the local area.
he second option involves
Creating a ‘New Neighbourhood
Heart’ for the area delivering new
shops and services. It would
include a new link road joining the
existing estate to the proposed
urban extension sites. There would
be improvements to Tong Street,
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local parks and green spaces, and
to the homes already within the
estate. The outcome of this
consultation will then be used to
assist in creating the wider Local
Development Framework (LDF).

All Bradford residents are now
being invited to take part in the
consultation process regarding the
LDF. A number of events have
been scheduled across Bradford
and everyone is being encouraged
to attend in order to have their say
in the planning and regeneration
of the whole of the Bradford
district. This consultation will end
on Friday 20th January. For more
